5) In the course description it was felt that the phrase “community service” potentially carried a negative connotation (i.e. court ordered) and the suggestion was made to use to the phrase “service learning work” or “service learning work in the community” in place of “community service”.

7) In the course outline the attached syllabus has CPN 100 on the second line at the top, where we believe it should read CPN 102.

8) In the “Justification of Change(s):” section we think the first sentence should read “The current course description has a…” rather than “The current course has a…”

9) In the “Justification of Change(s):”, please add a justification for the proposed change in the course description from “service learning internship” and “one two-hour field experience” to “30 hours of community service”.
