1. To consider and
recommend to the senate
matters related to student
policies and procedures,
academic services, and
other such matters
designated to it by the
Senate.

1. To consider and recommend to the
Faculty and Student Senates, and their
committees, matters related to policies and
procedures, academic services, and other

such matters that directly concern students.

Further, this committee may also make
recommendations for new policies and
procedures, or other such student related
matters designated to it by the Faculty or
Student Senates.

1. Currently, student policies and procedures are governed by a
variety of bodies. For example: (1) Student Code of Conduct is a
matter of the College Council as are Title 9 compliance issues,
(2) policies such as add/drop and academic forgiveness are
matters of the Educational Policy committee, (3) the Academic
Grievance process is managed by the Provost office.

2. There is no need to overlap work or move work around. What
is missing are a joint group from both governing bodies who will
work together to address policies and procedures that could help
or hinder current or new students.

2. To determine the
procedure whereby
student concerns are
considered by faculty and
administration. This
procedure is subject to
approval of the Senate,
and to mandatory review
every two years.

2. Work collaboratively to address joint
resolutions that pertain to both governing
bodies.

1. There have been times recently, such as the food pantry, in
which both bodies were asked to vote on similar resolutions. This
process would streamline resolutions that pertain to BOTH
governing bodies. It would NOT stop the process for either body,
but it would allow for each body to give input (this means that
SGA could say they are not supporting something, but the faculty
senate can still go forward with their vote, and vice-versa).

2. This also allows for faster procedures with regards to
resolutions that may be time sensitive.

3. To provide a
representative each year
from the committee to
the Student Senate. This
representative will attend
all meetings of the
Student Senate and serve
as liaison to the Faculty
Senate regarding issues
of mutual concern.

3. The co-chairs of the Joint Committee on
Student Interests shall attend all Faculty
and Student Senate meetings and report on
the work of the governing body they
represent. In the event that the chair(s)
cannot attend a meeting, they will
designate another member of similar
classification to appear in their absence.
