G.E. IMPLEMENTATION TASK FORCE

MINUTES  --  February 9, 2007

Prior to the meeting an invitation for participation and feedback from all colleagues was sent to the Deans and Chairs of all three Schools.

I. Approval of the Minutes
The minutes of the meeting of January 29 had been sent previously in an 

electronic format, were distributed as “hard copy” at this meeting, and unanimously approved.

II. Discussion on G.E. Science Requirements as Presented in the CAPP Report



The “agenda” for our meeting focused on concerns with how the two science requirements – G.E. 2 and G.E. 13 in the current CAPP report – would be presented and audited in CAPP as we prepare for full implementation of our new Cortland G.E. Program.  Though already sent electronically, paper copies of a February 1 e-mail from David B. and the February 5 Arts and Sciences-endorsed proposal were distributed.  Donna also distributed an information sheet listing SUNY-approved G.E. Natural Science courses and the correlation with the “old” G.E. 8A and 8B courses.  So that none of our discussion could be “lost in translation,” a tape recording of the meeting was taken and is available.



Nancy indicated that, at the January 29 meeting of the Task Force, members realized that colleagues in the sciences were correct that freshmen could graduate from Cortland without a laboratory science as Category 13 was presented in CAPP draft.  The corrective action which had already been taken was to remove BIO 111, CHE 125, GLY 160, and PHY 150 from Category 13.



David B. was then invited to summarize concerns about and options for a CAPP report that more closely adhered to the wording of the spring 2006 referendum and thus the intent of colleagues voting for that referendum.  A thorough discussion ensued about:

· whether all possible combinations of “B” courses should be prevented from fulfilling category 13 (i.e. not limiting the “suppression” to just BIO 111, CHE 125, GLY 160, PHY 150).  It was agreed that CAPP would be programmed to “suppress” all combinations of “B” courses.

· verbatim wording vs. “spirit” of the referendum and the desire by all

to include a second science course as part of the distinctive Cortland G.E. Program

· the avoiding of implementation issues at the time of the referendum, 

yet some recognition from the original G.E. Task Force that

implementation wording – not curriculum intent – may differ 

from the exact vocabulary of the referendum

· the realities of the SUNY G.E. Program as well as the reporting of 

G.E. to SUNY

· separating the ten required SUNY G.E. categories from the unique 

aspects of the Cortland program

· arranging the CAPP report for clarity in order to assist students and 

advisors in planning and scheduling

· the realization that Banner, like any computer system, has its strengths

and limitations


Most important, agreement existed and consensus was achieved to change the CAPP wording in order to address the issues presented.  Specifically, the following wording was unanimously approved:

· In G.E. 2 inserted was the qualification:  

“TWO Course Requirement:  SEE CATEGORY 13






Select from”  .  .  . and there follows a listing






of the courses previously identified.

· In G.E. 13 inserted was the explanation:

“Second course requirement:



 Recommended first course ‘A’:”  as followed by a




listing of the “old” 8A courses



“Recommended second course ‘B’:  any course from




A above or”  .  .  . and there follows a listing




of the “old” 8B courses

· In G.E. 13 there was also the inserted clarification:



“(NOTE:  A course may appear in Category 2 until another




‘A’ or ‘B’ natural science course is completed.)”


We concluded the meeting with a “challenge” to colleagues to create a more “elevated” term for G.E. 13 rather than the generic “Natural Sciences” as stated in G.E. 2.  We also agreed that a review of G.E. concerns should occur in a year or two after our campus community has had an opportunity to assess our new G.E. Program.

TWO course requirement:  select two ‘A’ courses, OR, one ‘A’ AND one ‘B’ course.  ‘A’ courses:  BIO 110, 201, 202; CHE 121,  221, 222; GLY 171, 261; PHY 105, 106, 201, 202; SCI 141.  ‘B’ courses:  BIO 111; CHE 122, 125; GLY 160, 172, 262; PHY 150; SCI 142.  (NOTE:  The first course selected may initially be displayed in Category 2 until the second course is selected.)”
